Love INC operates a clearinghouse where requests from individuals are reviewed, their needs are
screened, and then matched with churches and community groups. Volunteers work with callers to
get an understanding of both immediate and long-term needs, in the process establishing a
relationship and offering prayer. One focus of Love INC is to try to address underlying factors that
cause crisis situations. Love INC tries to offer individuals the encouragement and guidance to
move on from their present circumstances and solve their problems for good. To this end, the
organization sponsors Living Large for Real, a free twelve-week series of courses offered three
times per year. The courses deal with a variety of topics including spiritual growth and life skills,
such as basic budgeting, job search, auto repair, and healthy eating.
